Video Submission – Performance Requirements

o A live video recording of a complete performance of 2 

stylistically contrasting pieces on their primary instrument (3-

10mins total). 

o The performances of both pieces on the primary instrument in

one continuous take and should not be edited (eg spliced). 

Professionally produced videos are also not permitted. 

o All videos must show the upper half of the student's body 

including the face, the instrument and their hands on the 

instrument CLEARLY.



Video Submission – Performance Requirements

o Please ensure there is no time/latency lag of audio to video

o Video entries that do not meet requirements will not get another 

request for another submission, and will automatically be 

forfeited.
